EMERGENCY ACTION PLAN

OUTDOOR TRACK, SOCCER, FIELD HOCKEY, LACROSSE,

TENNIS, BASEBALL AND SOFTBALL
EMERGENCY PERSONNEL:  

1. Certified Athletic Trainer(s) on site for competition, and accessible by radio from        athletic training facility (<5 minutes response time) for practice.

2. CPR/First Aid certified coach

 EMERGENCY COMMUNICATION:
1. cell phone

EMERGENCY EQUIPMENT:
1. training kit should be at all practices and competitions

2. splint kit will be at all competitions

3. additional equipment accessible from training facility (<5 min)

ROLES OF FIRST RESPONDERS

1. Assess ABC’s

2. Initiate immediate care for the injured athlete.  Do not move athlete and instruct the athlete not to move until certified trainer, or EMS arrive.

3. Initiate basic life support, if necessary.

4. Activation of Emergency Medical System (EMS)

a. ATC will stay with athlete 

b. ATC will instruct coach to call 911 (provide name, address, cell phone number, condition of injured, first aid treatment given, specific directions, other information as requested).

c. Coach will then notify campus police at  594-7053 or 594-7777
d. Coach or designated athlete will stand at the end of the field or near the tennis courts to flag down EMS and to direct them to the area of the injured athlete.

e. Crowd control will be initiated by a coach until campus police arrive: limit area to first aid providers and move bystanders away from area. If the athlete’s parents are present, try to keep them calm and reassured.

f. A designated coach, or the athlete’s parents (if present) will accompany the athlete to the hospital with insurance information, unless another trainer is available to go.

WHEN YOU ARE THE VISITING TEAM:
1. Summon the assistance of the host certified athletic trainer.

2. If EMS is needed, follow the host school’s emergency action plan.

3. Otherwise, contact head ATC by cell phone and/ or pager for further instructions on how to care for the athlete.

DECLARATION OF POTENTIAL CATASTROPHIC ACCIDENT:

A Physician is the only person who can declare the injury a potentially catastrophic accident.


The NCAA Catastrophic Athletic Insurance Program must be notified by calling

(800) 233-6222.  Additionally, if the student athlete has insurance, his insurance carrier should be contacted after parents and university personnel are informed.

NOTIFICATION OF ATHLETE’S PARENTS:

1.  It is always best to let the athlete call their parents to inform them of the injury.   

           2.  If they are in no condition to call, it is best to have the athletic trainer, coach, or Team                                       


      Physician do so, as long as the athlete’s care is not compromised.

2. Ask the athlete who is best to talk with in the family (the person who will remain calm).

3. The caller will tell them what happened, what is being done, who is caring for the athlete and where the athlete is being taken.

Venue Directions:


Field Hockey / Lacrosse:  Located at the corner of Prince Drew and Moores Lane, enter from the double gate located on Prince Drew.


Soccer and Outdoor Track:  From Warwick Blvd., turn west onto Prince Drew. One mile on the left is carnival flags marking the emergency entrance to the field. Turn left once you enter the gate. Soccer field is directly in front of you and the track is to the left.


Tennis: Turn onto Prince Drew.  Take first left after Merritt Rd onto dirt road. Tennis courts just in front of you.


Softball and Baseball: Located on Moores Lane. From Warwick Blvd turn west onto Prince Drew and then left onto Moores Lane. Baseball field is located on the right side and softball is located on the left side.
